CONSIDERATION OF PLATS

2020PLAT021
For property described as “Plat of Lot 1 of Weiss’s Addition in the NW1/4 of Section 24, T109N, R52W of the 5th P.M., Brookings County, South Dakota.” Submitted by Kara Weiss to plat off 16.7 acres of an existing building site from the 160 acres they own. The building site consists of the house, barn, pole sheds, detached garage and smaller out buildings.

For property described as “Plat of Lot 1 of Dahl Addition in the SW1/4 of Section 2, T110N, R51W of the 5th P.M., Brookings County, South Dakota.” Submitted by Brad Dahl to plat off 1.9 acres of an existing building site, for a property line adjustment, as it is already deeded off with a footage description. The property line adjustment will include more of the shelterbelt and less of the farm ground areas. The odd shape cannot be described with a footage description thus the need for a plat.

For property described as “Plat of Lots 1 & 2 of Oppelt Addition in the NW1/4 of Section 3, T109N, R48W of the 5th P.M., Brookings County, South Dakota.” Submitted by Margaret A. Oppelt Trust to plat off Lot 1 consisting of 48.3 acres of pasture and Lot 2 consisting of 112.5 acres of farm ground. Both Lot 1 and 2 are buildable lots for a residence.

CONVENE AS BROOKINGS COUNTY BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

2020VAR018
Application for Michael Moe by Shawn Knapp for a variance. Article IV District Requirements: Chapter 4.03 “LP” Lake-Park District: Section 4.03.03. Density, Area and Yard Regulation (Minimum Lake Front). The property is described as: Lot 7 of DeBoer’s Lake Tetonkaha Subdivision in Govt Lots 5 & 6 of the SE1/4 of Section 7, T111N, R51W (Oakwood Township)” ~~ located at 7 Oakwood Shoreline Dr, Bruce, SD 57220.
(Vanderwal/Erickson) Motion to approve the Variance request. 
Haugen noted that 6 aye votes were needed for the request to pass and only 8 members were in attendance. The applicant was consulted and decided to proceed.
STAFF REPORT: Applicant is requesting a variance to build a new 36’ wide x 29’ long house with a 21’ x 26’ attached garage 32 feet from the highest known water mark and 5 feet from the side property line. A variance of 43 feet from the highest known water mark and 3 feet from the side property line. The current 16’x24’ cabin that was built in 1960 will be removed. Considerations or hardships are: 1) the subdivision was originally platted on October 30, 1984 and re-platted on October 10, 2002; 2) shape and size of the lot, lot is 49.8’ wide at the road and 42.7’ wide at the lake side. It was noted that: 1) the existing septic system was going to be used and should the system fail or need to be replaced, due to the shape and the size of the lot it would need to be replaced with a sealed holding tank. 2) Property pins would need to be surveyed and set as they were visible, corroded and in question. Public notices were published in the Brookings Register on September 22 and 29, 2020 and the Volga Tribune on September 24 and October 1, 2020.

PUBLIC HEARING: Applicant Laurie Moe informed those present survey was done and pin was being corrected.

Proponents: Haugen presented comments received from adjoining landowners Cecily Tucker and Todd and Joanne Egge noting no objections and full support and consent to the request. He also noted Dennis DeBoer had called to inquire and once request was explained he had no objections.

Application by Delaine “Doc” Knaus for a conditional use. Article 11: Section 11.01: “A” Agricultural District, Conditional Use Permit # 5 A: Rock Crushers. The property is described as: “NE1/4 NE1/4, Exc Lot H-1,  and Exc that part lying East and North of Lot H-1 in Section 14, T109N, R50W (Medary Township)” ~~ located at 21625 471st Ave, Brookings, SD 57006. 
 
(Vanderwal/Erickson) Motion to approve the Conditional Use.

STAFF REPORT: The applicant is requesting a conditional use 5A: Rock Crushers to crush used concrete. The applicant has been granted a crushing permits several times over the past 13 years (2007cu020-30 day permit, 2007cu020A-30 day extension, 2008cu004-6 month permit, 2009cu002-1 year permit, 2010cu001-5 year permit, 2015cu012-5 year permit that expires on October 6, 2020). The crushing area, and crushed concrete stock pile will be in the same general locations as previous operations. Public notices were published in the Brookings Register on September 22 and 29, 2020. 

PUBLIC HEARING: Applicant Doc Knaus informed those present he had nothing further to add other than that he had the idea a long time ago. Getting to be more competition and he wanted to get things he had cleaned up and possibly do something different in the area in the future.  
Proponents: None. 

Opponents: None. 

DISCUSSION: Board members had no questions or comments regarding the request. Findings of Facts were reviewed and completed by the board and placed on file.

2020CU020
Application by Kristen Witchey for a conditional use. Brookings Joint Jurisdiction Area: Article IV: Agricultural, Residential and Floodplain and Aquifer Districts. Section 405: “A” Agricultural District, Section 408: Special Exception # 18: Extended home occupations; and Brookings County Zoning Ordinance: Article 11: Section 11.01: “A” Agricultural District: Conditional Use Permit #20: Home Extended Business. The property is described as: “OL 1 in SE1/4 SE1/4 and Lot 4 of Lots 1,2,3 and 4 of Barnett’s Subdivision of the SE1/4 of Section 7, T110N, R49W (Aurora Township)” ~~ located at 3113 34th Ave, Brookings, SD 57006. 
 
(Vanderwal/Erickson) Motion to approve the Conditional Use.

STAFF REPORT: The applicant is requesting a conditional use for an extended home business for a dog kennel to board dogs. The property consists of 1.7 acres with a house, pole shed, detached garage and a fenced yard. It is located in the Joint Jurisdiction area north of US Hwy 14 By-pass at the intersection of 34th Avenue and 30th Street (blacktop roads). The initial plan being to start with weekend boarding and expand if the demand was there to a maximum of 30 dogs at any one time. Kennels would be located inside an insulated pole shed, with a fenced yard with lockable gates for the exercise area. Drop off and pick up times would be designated. The City of Brookings Planning and Zoning Department had no objections to the request. The applicant had spoken with neighbors to the north and they had no objections. Report given also noted the business plan. Public notices were published in the Brookings Register on September 22 and 29, 2020. 

PUBLIC HEARING: Applicants Kristen & Greg Witchey informed those present Haugen’s report had covered things well and added that the gravel road that was in front of their property was treated with chemicals to decrease the dust. Intent being to start small with weekend boarding and if need grew they had the existing structures on the property to handle the increased need. 

Proponents: None. 

Opponents: None. 

DISCUSSION: Board members had no questions or comments regarding the request. Findings of Facts were reviewed and completed by the board and placed on file.  

VOTE: Erickson-aye, McHugh-aye, Nelson-aye, Kleinjan-aye, Vanderwal-aye, R. Jensen-aye, Ford-aye. MOTION CARRIED. 

Larry Jensen returned to the Commission.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS 

Hill discussed with board the possibility of changing the time and or date of the November meeting as it would fall on Election Day and the building and Chambers would be busy until at least 5 PM with the possibility of it being in use later. At this time no plans to resume Joint Jurisdictional meetings with the City of Brookings in the near future. Hill also reminded everyone to be careful during harvest season.

Muller added that he would like a months’ notice to prepare things for any meeting on any of the Ordinance reviews be it the County Zoning or the Joint Jurisdictional Ordinances.
